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FPSO Aoka Mizu Naming in Sembawang Shipyard

FPSO Aoka Mizu was offi cially named by Lady Sponsor, Mrs Patricia Murphy, 
the wife of Mr Larry Murphy, Executive Vice President, International Oil and 
Gas, Nexen Inc and President/COO, Nexen Petroleum International Company 
and, attended by key management representatives and project team members 
from owner Bluewater Energy, chartering company Nexen Petroleum U.K. 
Limited and Sembawang Shipyard. 

The conversion of the Aoka Mizu FPSO from a newbuilt Aframax-size FPSO hull 
involved detailed engineering and shop drawing for structural, piping, electrical 
and automation work, fabrication and installation of steel structural, including 
forecastle deck structure, accommodation structure, moonpool structure, poop 
deck structure, fi re and blast wall, escape route, laydown area and fl are tower 
totaling approximately 6,000 tons of steel.  The complete accommodation 
structure will comfortably house a complement of 84 persons.

In the area of electrical and instrumentation works, the yard laid more than 
400 km of cables and undertook the critical assembly and installation of a new 
power generation plant module consisting two 10MWe dual fuel gas turbine

Generators (GTG), two 5.8 MWe Essential Diesel Generators (EDG) and one 
1.2 MWe Emergency Diesel Generator (EMDG). 

The work scope also encompassed subsea major installation works comprising 
integration of owner-supplied thrusters, turret, topsides with approximately 
320,000 dia-inch of piping to the ship’s marine systems and topsides utility 
systems. Two units of 20-ton capacity deck cranes and one aft hose handling 
crane were also installed onboard.

The Aoka Mizu FPSO has a crude oil storage capacity of 618,990 bbls 
and production capacities of total liquids of 35,000 blpd or 30,000 bpd of            
crude oil.

Upon delivery, the Aoka Mizu FPSO will be deployed to the Ettrick Field 
located in the Outer Moray Firth about 120 km Northeast of Aberdeen (UK) 
under a charter with Nexen Petroleum and its co-venture partners, Bow Valley 
Petrolem UK Limited and Atlantic Petroleum (UK) Limited for an initial term of 
fi ve years with extension options.

“The Safety Hook”, invented by the Safe Stage Team from Hull 
Painting, is a simple but effective contraption that creates an 
extended outlet for the secure hooking of the safety harness to 
‘scallop holes’ within the ship’s hull. This signifi cantly enhances 
safety and reduces falling hazards during scaffold work while 
boosting the morale and confi dence of workers.

The LIFE Team from Jurong Machinery and Automation Pte. Ltd. 
developed the “Electro-Hydraulic Cable Ladder Cutting Device” 
to replace the conventional way of using power tools and manual 
shears to cut cable ladders, which may lead to hand and fi nger 
injuries.

By automating the process, this innovative device raises 
productivity and minimizes the need to exert excessive force 
during cable-ladder cutting. This signifi cantly enhances safety and 
productivity, resulting in man-hour savings of up to 200%. LIFE Team from Jurong Machinery & Automation.
